Who are you asking to do something? 


Are you asking the person 


		to DO something? 	= affirmative command                                                                          


             Or to NOT do something?	= negative command





Affirmative and negative Ud. and Uds. commands have the same spelling changes and irregular forms as negative tú commands. Remember – stem changers will change


		-- irregular yo forms


-- spelling changes: “car, gar, zar” verbs 


-- irregular verbs : ir, ser, dar, estar
