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Direct Object  
· is a noun that receives the action of the verb

· answers the question “who?”  or “what?” after the verb

· She bought the tennis raquet.

· We need soap.

· They sent the letters.

· I have the stamps.

Direct Object Pronoun  

· takes the place of the Direct Object in a sentence

· answers the question “who?” or “what?” after the verb

· She bought it.

· We need it.

· They sent them.

· I have them.
